The Board of Governors has approved a revision to the 
Program Policy dated January 4, 2000 (Reformatted July 
14, 2002). The current Program Policy dated January 4, 
2000 was provided to all members in the August 2000 is-
sue of DIRECTION.  The revision approved by the Board 
on September 25, 2003 will be presented to the member-
ship during the annual meeting April 7, 2004 for discus-
sion and vote. After the convention a mail ballot will be 
sent to all Voting Members with a ballot for the issues 
voted on at the convention. The following is the change ap-
proved by the Board: 
 

Extend the period between program reviews from two 
years to three years as listed in paragraph 7 of the 
Program Policy. To accomplish this change the follow-
ing MOTION will be presented to the membership 
during the 2004 Annual Membership meeting: 

 

MOTION: Be it resolved that: Paragraph 7 
of the Program Policy be changed to read: 
“Dance programs shall be reviewed for 
content every three years. Changes shall 
be slow and deliberate.” 

 

Convention attendees will receive a copy of the proposed 
change in their convention registration package. Voting on 
the proposed changes will take place at the annual busi-
ness meeting on Wednesday, April 7, 2004. This will allow 
adequate time for all Members to review the changes and 
get answers to any questions prior to the vote.

NEW MEMBERSHIP RENEWAL POLICY 

 

U nless you have already renewed for the 2004/2005 
membership year, your current membership ex-

pires March 31, 2004.  If you reside in the USA, your 
BMI/ASCAP music performance license and group l i -
a b i l i t y insurance coverage also expire that day.  Your 
membership renewal dues, fees, and insurance must be 
received in the Home Office by March 31, 2004 to pre-
vent an interruption in your membership.  CALLERLAB 
membership dues for the 2004/2005 membership year 
are $95.00, HOWEVER, If You Renew Before 
March 31, 2004, You Will Receive A $10.00 Credit 
And You Will Pay Only $85.00. If you live in the 
USA, you will also need to pay your insurance and BMI/
ASCAP fees.  Please note  the convention is after 
March 31, 2004, therefore you should not wait un-
til the convention to renew.  You must submit 
your renewal to the Home Office prior to March 
31, 2004 in order to receive the $10.00 credit and 

pay $85.00 dues. On and after April 1, 2004 the 
dues will be $95.00 in addition to any insurance 
or license fees.

MEMBERSHIP DUES 
 

O ur  membership year is from April 1 through 
March 31 of each year. This means current 

memberships will expire on April 1, 2004. Dues re-
newal notices were sent to all members December 19, 
2003. If you have not receive your notice contact the 
Home Office at 1-800-331-2577 or E-mail: CALLER-
LAB@aol.com. 
 

During the past two years we have been able to main-
tain the cost of membership though money saving 
measures and by using some of our excess funds. As 
with all things, however, the costs associated with 
keeping the organization going have been increasing. 
We continue to look for and to implement money saving 
ideas. Even with these steps, we regret we must in-
crease our dues this year by $10.00. However, for ALL 
members who renew BEFORE March 31, 2004, the 
dues are reduced by $10.00. This means that IF you 
renew before March 31, 2004, you will pay only $85.00, 
which is NO increase from the 2003/2004 dues. Looking 
at our past dues structure we find that in 1990 dues 
were $75, therefore, this increase represents an in-
crease of less that a 20% for that 14-year period. This 
equates to less than 2% a year for those 14 years. Not 
bad considering the increase in the cost of living since 
1990. Unfortunately, with the events of September 11, 
2001, our insurance costs have also increased.  
 

We wish there were some way to avoid this increase, 
but there isn=t. We hope you understand our situation.

EQUIPMENT INSURANCE  
INFORMATION  
PLEASE READ!! 

 

I n a recent incident, one of our members had his ve-
hicle stolen along with his calling equipment.  The 

equipment insurance company, Marsh Affinity Group, 
was not able to pay the claim because the equipment 
the member reported stolen was not listed with the in-
surance company as required by company regulations.  
This member had purchased calling equipment but had 
not updated the list of covered items with the insurance 
company.  

 

ANY and ALL equipment  you want covered by the All 
Risk Insurance Policy MUST be listed with the insur-
ance company. This includes briefcases, CD and mini 
disk players, laptops, microphones and any music 
(vinyl, CD, mini disk, etc.).  At the annual renewal of 
your insurance policy, you should take inventory of all 
of the equipment you want covered and make sure that 
Marsh Affinity Group has a current list of your equip-
ment. Keep a copy of this list at home. Also, make sure 
that you advise them of any new purchases as soon as 
possible.

ADVANCED 
BIENNIAL REVIEW 

IS COMPLETE 
 

T he CALLERLAB Program Policy requires a review 
of all CALLERLAB dance programs during each 

odd numbered year. This review is conducted by each 
applicable dance program committee and has been 
known as the “Biennial Program Review.” This review 
is conducted as follows: first the Mainstream Commit-
tee completes its review of the  Mainstream Program, 
then the Plus Committee conducts its review of the Plus 
Program, then the Advanced Committee conducts its 
review, and finally the Challenge Committee conducts 
its review. During these reviews each program commit-
tee will review the applicable dance program to deter-
mine if any changes are required. Changes can include 
additions or removal of calls from the program. 
 

The Advanced Committee has completed the 2003 r e -
v i e w of the Advanced Program. The only change ap-
proved during the review was to add the definition of  
‘LEFT” to the “Glossary of Descriptive Terms Used in 
the Definitions” section of the Advanced definitions. No 
other changes were approved.  

 
CHALLENGE (C-1)  

BIENNIAL REVIEW 
IS COMPLETE 

 

T he Challenge Committee has completed the 2003 
review of the C-1 Program. There are 66 members 

on the Challenge Committee, and of those 66, 38 voted 
or 58%. The following are the results of this review: 
SUBSTITUTE was added to the C-1 list; PRESS 
AHEAD r e m a i n s  on the C-1 list; and the Phantom 
Concept remains  on the C-1 list. TRIPLE LINES/
WAVES is not added; REVERSE CUT/FLIP THE DIA-
MOND is not added. PRESS IN/OUT/RIGHT/LEFT was 
dropped from the C-1 list.

C ould you use some financial assistance in further-
ing your square dance calling career?

ply for a scholarship administered by CALLERLAB?  
 

Members wishing to attend a reputable callers college 
may apply for the George White Memorial Scholarship, 
The Jerry Schatzer Fund, The Tex Hencerling  Fund, 
The Heyman Scholarship Fund, or The GSI Education 
Fund. These scholarship funds are funded by private 
donations in the name of the fund honoree and are ad-
ministered by CALLERLAB. Other scholarships are 
available through enterprises such as ASD Magazine, 
Supreme Audio, and many local callers associations. 
 

Applications for the 2004 CALLERLAB and CALLER-
LAB Foundation scholarships, must be received by the 
Home Office no later than May 1, 2004, in order to be 
considered by the Executive Committee at their Spring 
2004 meeting. 
 

CALLERLAB also sponsors an association grants pro-
gram. The intent of this program is to help make qual-
ity caller training available to caller associations which 
are affiliated with CALLERLAB and which could not 
otherwise afford it.  
 

CALLERLAB Affiliated Callers Associations may apply 
for a grant of up to $150 a day, to a maximum of $450, 
under this program, providing it is able to establish  the 
intended program could not be held without some form 
of financial assistance and that i t has r e c e i v ed no 
CALLERLAB training grant for a period of at least 
three years prior to the date of the proposed clinic or 
training program. 
 

To qualify for a grant, the association must submit a 
written application at least four months prior to the 
date of the intended program.

The CALLERLAB Program Policy requires a review of all CALLERLAB dance programs dur-
ing each odd numbered year. This review is conducted by each applicable dance program com-
mittee and has been known as the “Biennial Program Review.” This review is conducted as fol-
lows: first the Mainstream Committee completes its review of the  Mainstream Program, then 
the Plus Committee conducts its review of the Plus Program, then the Advanced Committee 
conducts its review, and finally the Challenge Committee conducts its review. During these re-
views each program committee will review the applicable dance program to determine if any 
changes are required. Changes can include additions or removal of calls from the program. 
 
 

ADVANCED (A-1 and A-2) REVIEW 
 
The Advanced Committee has completed the 2003 review of Advanced (A-1 and A-2).  The only 
change approved during the review was to add the definition of “LEFT” to the “Glossary of De-
scriptive Terms Used in the Definitions” section of the Advanced definitions. No other changes 
were approved.

HELPS PREVENT ALZHEIMER’S

friendliness. The social benefits of being with friendly people who also enjoy our activity 
are tremendous. Now we have a medical study which provides even more ammunition to 
the discussion that square dancing is good for you. The following article provides informa-
tion about this study.

WASHINGTON, June 19 (UPI) -- Mentally challenging activities like playing chess or 
bridge can significantly reduce the risk of developing Alzheimer's disease according to a new 
study. Seniors who engaged in pastimes like playing a musical instrument or even checkers 
lowered their risk of developing dementia by as much as 75 percent, the Washington Post re-
ports, compared with those who didn't exercise their minds. Citing a study lead by Joe 
Verghese, a neurologist at the Albert Einstein College of Medicine in the Bronx, the results 
add to an increasing body of evidence. "I see a lot of elderly patients -- They have so-called 
senior moments -- they go in a room and forget why they are there. One thing I advise is for 
them to increase their participation in cognitively stimulating activities." Such benefits are 
widely available and inexpensive and seem to benefit all levels of education and intelligence. 
Unfortunately, the Post reports, watching television doesn't count.  
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
