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ARNIE KRONENBERGER

A rnie Kronenberger, one of the founding members
of CALLERLAB, passed away at his home on
January 6, 2004. Many of today:-s callers have not had the
privilege of knowing Arnie because the demands of his
other job forced him to give up calling in the 1970's. By the
1950's he was widely known for his exciting calling style.
He was one of the callers at the Diamond Jubilee dance in
Santa Monica, California in 1950 when 15,000 dancers
filled the streets. Throughout the next two decades Arnie
called at many of the major festivals in North America.

A small group of friends in Southern California worked
throughout the 1960's toward the goal of a worldwide asso-
ciation of callers. The group included Bob Osgood, Bob Var
Antwerp and Arnie. He was a member of the Hall of Fame
group that became the first CALLERLAB Board of Gover-
nors. His influence and the respect that many callers had
for him was very important for the early success of the
new organization.

Even though he was not able to continue his calling, Arnie
never failed to give his support. He was the first recipient
of our Gold Card life membership and attended the con-
ventions whenever he could. He received the Milestone
Award, CALLERLAB:s highest award, in 1983. In 1997 he
was a member of a unique panel of Gold Card Members
discussing history at our convention in Los Angeles, CA.
Arnie was an outstanding example of a popular, respected
caller who was dedicated to the success of square dancing.

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CHAIRMAN'S SPEECH

Mike Jacobs. Chairman

Mike Jacobs, Chairman, presented the following
speech during the Banquet Tuesday evening at the 2004
CALLERLAB convention.

here is a duality to everything. Whether we call it

good and evil, cowboys and Indians, matter and
antimatter, ying-yang, it is there. Yet that duality is
needed because one defines the other. So it is with our
dance activity. But we have taken it too far.

We have performers and dancers in our activity, but we
have separated ourselves further. We have callers and
cuers.. We have prompters and challenge callers. We
have beginners and graduates and dancers dancing to
Phase 6 and C4. Even our purest folk form of dance,
Contra, separates beginner from experienced.

There is nothing wrong with providing ourselves vary-
ing places to express our willingness to dance, to mix, to
stimulate our minds and our bodies. But it has become
a means by which we have separated ourselves instead
of unifying. What is worse, it has caused us to be criti-
cal of each other, blaming each other for problems in
our own version of a cold war, uncaring for what it
shows to the outside world.

The one thing | have learned from the Alliance meet-
ings is there is no reason for this separatism. | have
seen leaders from every spectrum of our activity come
together in a spirit of concern, cooperation, and unity to
try to strengthen our activity. Yes, they wear different
labels when they enter the room but that tends to fall
by the wayside in their eager and honest attempt to
protect and revitalize our activity.

Why? Because we all share the social dance that makes
our activities unique. And the amazing thing to see is
the teamwork and brainstorming and problem solving
come to bear upon our problems. It is as Jonas Salk
said, " Your dreams tell you what to do. Your reason
tells you how to do it. ".

No, we are not a "band of brothers" to quote Shake-
speare, at least not yet. But we are starting to see what
the real duality should be, the doers and the non-doers.
You have shown that you are doers by your participa-
tion here at this convention. But many others share our

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convictions and they do not hold microphones, they
dance. It is time to stop the criticism, the finger point-
ing, the factional warring and unite everyone that holds
a place in their hearts for dancing. The ARTS provides
us a starting point to discover the real duality as far as
we are concerned, those that dance and those that do
not. It is only then that we can make it a singularity
and bring the world to dancing.

RESULTS OF PROGRAM POLICY
CHANGE VOTE

T he 2004 CALLERLAB Call to Convention in the

January/February 2004 issue of DIRECTION
announced that a revision to the Program Policy dated
January 4, 2000 (Reformatted July 14, 2002) would be
presented, discussed, and voted on during the 2004 An-
nual CALLERLAB meeting. The current Program Pol-
icy dated January 4, 2000 was provided to all members
in the August 2000 issue of DIRECTION. The revision
as approved by the Board was presented to the mem-
bership during the annual meeting April 7, 2004 for
discussion and vote. The motion provided in the Call To
Convention was amended. The amended motion,
printed below, was approved by the membership at the
meeting. The discussion of the change, amendments,
and the approved motion is available on CTI tapes of
the annual meeting on tape numbers 35A and 35B.

During the Annual Meeting a Motion to change the
time interval for dance program reviews from two years
to three years was approved. All voting members will
receive a ballot to vote on this issue.

The change approved by the Membership during the
2004 CALLERLAB meeting extends the period between
dance program reviews from two years to three years as
listed in paragraph 7 of the Program Policy. The follow-
ing MOTION was approved during the 2004 Annual
Membership meeting:

MOTION: Be it resolved that: Paragraph 7 of the
CALLERLAB Program Policy be revised to read:
“7. Dance programs shall be reviewed for content at
least every three years. Changes shall be slow and
deliberate.”

Eligible Members are provided a ballot asking whether
this motion should be rescinded. Ballots Must be re-
turned to the CALLERLAB Office no later than July
15, 2004. The Bylaws require that at least 1/3 of the
ballots MUST be returned AND at least 2/3 of the bal-
lots returned vote to rescind the MOTION as approved
during the Annual Meeting, or the action taken at the
meeting stands approved and is binding on the organi-
zation.

AWARD PRESENTATIONS

MILESTONE AWARDS

he Milestone Award is the highest honor CALLER-
LAB can bestow. It is presented to individuals who
have met the five point criteria in the field of square
dancing and have been selected by representatives of the
membership to be honored in this way.
These five points are:

(1) The recipient must have worked in UNCHAR-
TERED FIELDS.

(2) The individual's contributions to the activity must
have STOOD THE TEST OF TIME.

(3) These contributions must have been UNSELFISH.

(4) In the course of making these contributions, the re-
cipient must have displayed true LEADERSHIP
and PROFESSIONALISM.

(5) Finally, the recipient's work must have had a
BROAD INFLUENCE on the activity.

The most prestigious award CALLERLAB can bestow on
an individual is the Milestone. It is presented to callers
that have made significant contributions to the square
dance activity. During the 2004 CALLERLAB convention
we had one Milestone recipient, this candidate meets all
of these requirements.

MILESTONE AWARD
Presented by Mike Seastrom

he CALLERLAB Milestone is a most prestigious
award. Each nominee is judged using rigid criteria
in five separate categories. The primary purpose of this
award is to recognize those individuals, whether
CALLERLAB members or not, who have made out-
standing and significant contributions to square dancing.

Most of us in square dancing, and in life, see only things
from our own perspective. In only seeing things from one
angle, we often miss those things that encompass the
“BIG” picture. Tonight I would like to explain more of
that entire picture, especially for those that were not
square dancing prior to 1975. | know that, as this presen-
tation unfolds, most of you will know of the identity of
tonight's recipient. | only ask that you keep the secret
with me until his name is announced.

CALLERLAB’s 2004 Milestone Recipient was born in
1938 in Atlanta, Georgia. After his schooling in Atlanta,
he was accepted into the United Sates Naval Academy,
and while at the Academy, he became the lead singer for
a rock band. At the same time, while on leave from An-
napolis, he started his calling training with his dad,
known to most as Doc. He learned several signing calls
and while on stage, he would “jazz up” or “modernize”
these songs the way a teenager or lead signer in a bluesy
rock band would do them.

His dad would tell him, “If you want to call, you have to
be able to call hash. Calling patter is what truly makes a
square dance caller.”

After graduating from Annapolis, and serving several
years in the Navy and special service, he married Gloria
Mason. They started a family, and in the late 1960’s
moved back to Atlanta and began square dancing again.
He asked his Dad if he would teach him to really be a
caller and he agreed. His dad was a perfectionist, and
they began what became a two-year program. It was rig-
orous, but our recipient hung in there and finally ac-
cepted a booking more than 100 miles away, so as not to
embarrass his Dad if things didn't go right.

While enjoying calling as a hobby, he and his family
moved several times due to career promotions and fi-
nally ended up in Houston. By this time, they had 3
children. He was calling for local clubs and traveling on
the weekends while working for a large company that ca-
tered to the oil industry. He was offered a Vice President
position with the company, but was told he would have to
give up square dance calling because it didn't fit their
‘corporate image.’ Instead of taking the position, he gave
notice and began calling full-time.

In 1974, he formed his own record company and that is
where his impact on square dancing and square dance
music surpasses anyone before or anyone since. You see,
before 1974, we had good music, but it was arranged very
much the same. All d the record companies at the time
still had their own unique sound, but the instruments
just played, or more or less jammed, never taking into

account when the caller was actually calling. Conse-
quently, most of that music had “holes” in it and would
largely “die out” or sound weak at the end of the called
phrase. Many of the singing calls lacked a melody line
for the callers to sing as they called.

Our recipient wanted to bring the concepts of modern re-
corded music to square dancing. He still laid a basic

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rhythm track, but then arranged the other instruments
so that one instrument would shine or play the melody
line during each figure. This in itself was somewhat
revolutionary, but he wanted to go further. He was the
first producer to make dramatic use of “chases” and
“fills’. Suddenly these “holes” or places where the music
would previously die out disappeared. Now when the
caller finished calling, the music would swell for the
dancers. Each sequence featured a different lead in-
strument playing the melody and now there was a sec-
ond, and sometimes a third instrument filling the gaps.
This was a sound rarely heard in square dance music
before.

He featured instruments very seldom used in our music
such as steel guitars, harmonicas, mandolins, dobros,
and even used drums as lead instruments to excite the
dancers. His philosophy is that “an instrument is
sweeter to the dancer’s ear, than the sound of a caller’s
voice and the music should stand out there for the
dancer.” He calls these extra chases and fills “candy”
for the dancer’s ears and feet.

Our recipient’s music philosophy was one of the contrib-
uting factors in the change of our calling that occurred
from the 1960's to the 1980's. Callers no longer needed
to put a word to each beat, to fill the holes in the music,
and help the dancers keep time with their feet. When
using a good piece of music, our recipient encouraged
callers to “prompt” more and let the music play so the
dancers could dance with just the sound of their feet
and the music.

One needs to only listen to almost any of today’s square
dance music to hear our recipient’s influence. Almost
every label applies his method of arrangement and en-
gineering. When a couple of today's most successful la-
bels began, its producers took a copy of our recipient’s
music to show the band and engineer what they wanted
their music to sound like.

Our recipient was also a fixture at CALLERLAB music
sessions. He would preach his philosophy, and then
show exactly how he planned, arranged, and engineered
his music. When asked why he was “giving away his
trade secrets”, he would say, “If it makes square dance
music better and dancing more enjoyable to the danc-
ers, it's more than worth it.” He taught many record
producers exactly how to improve their music.

He also taught callers to just listen to the music in a
song the first time they played it, instead of trying to
call it right away. In doing so, they could find the spe-
cial instrumentation or “candy for the dancers” to bring
out while doing the number, instead of just calling over
it.

Early on he discovered that many of the square dance
records of the day were prone to skipping. He was one
of the first to employ what is known as “triple dipping”.
This is a process where records are dipped into vinyl

three times. This makes the record thicker and allows
deeper grooves to be cut, making them much less likely

to skip. This process is quite a bit more expensive than
the conventional way of single dipping, and he could
have easily charged more for his recordings, but he kept
his records at the same price as all of the other labels.

Our recipient joined CALLERLAB in 1976 and has
served on the Board of Governors and the Executive
Committee. He has presented countless caller and
dancer seminars all over the world and has organized
and been on staff at many caller schools over the years.
In 1989, he married Carla and helped raise her two
children. Today they enjoy two grandsons and are ex-
pecting a third grandchild in the fall.

He is passionate about his family, square dancing and
his music. He is a caller/leader in every sense of the
word. He is always a gentleman on stage and treats
other callers how he wants to be treated. He has al-
ways respected callers and dancers and carries himself
the same way he did when he graduated from the U.S.
Naval Academy. He has been calling for 47 years and
never misses an opportunity to help other callers who
seek his advice. Gail's contribution to this presentation
goes like this:

Lawdy, Lawdy, Miss Clawdy!
Stand Up here and make this presentation. It's the
Next Best Feeling to Taking It Easy. |If They
Could See Me Now, they would know | was here to
talk about someone who is an Expert At Everything
It's Alright With Me, but it is Hard To Be Humble
when you're such a Good Luck Charm.

We cannot accept CW and line dance
teachers as members unless they are also square dance
callers. Our agreement with BMI and ASCAP states

that we can only supply music licenses for our mem-
bers.

CERTIFIED SQUARE DANCE TEACHERS

he CSDT program is a voluntary program, pro-

vided as a member service of CALLERLAB. It is
intended to provide a credential to callers who are
square dance teachers.

LIABILITY INSURANCE UPDATE

he 2004/05 Group Liability and Accidental Medical

insurance has again been placed with Marsh Affin-
ity Group of Park Ridge, Illinois. Callers residing in the
U.S. are insured for general liability, bodily injury, and
property damage claims in the amount of $2,000,000
per occurrence, with an aggregate limit of $3,000,000
per caller, per event.

Members requiring proof of insurance or needing a cer-
tificate naming a rental facility, are reminded that the
necessary certificates must be obtained directly from
the insurance company. Do NOT call the Home Of-
fice for certificates. Proof of insurance and cer-
tificates must be obtained by calling the Marsh
Affinity Group at 1-800-503-9227. Identify yourself
as a member of CALLERLAB and they will issue the
certificate after verifying your membership with the
Home Office.

Member's partners are also eligible for this coverage by
paying the $21 premium. Contact the Home Office for
details.

This insurance coverage is also available to CALLER-
LAB Affiliated Organizations and their non CALLER-

EQUIPMENT
INSURANCE
AVAILABLE

homeowner’s policy may
